Fire Marshall Contract for Services

Resolution 509-Wastewater Facility Plan

This resolution will authorize the Mayor to enter into a loan agreement with the State of Washington, Department of Ecology.  The City will develop a general sewer facility plan.  Cost of the plan is $85,000.00.  The City was able to obtain an extension on the grant from the Port of Olympia for $10,000.00.  The City will contribute $5000.00 from the City’s Sewer Fund, 404, and $70,000.00 will come from this loan.  The loan term is 20 years at an interest rate 2.7%. Projected completion time is June 2014.  Motion carried, McVey/Winslow 4/0. 
New Business
Fred Evander approached council regarding “Enhancement Money” that the Department Of Transportation has available.  Mr. Evander asked council to “ear mark” the $10,000 grant available from the Port of Olympia to apply for Design Engineering grant from DOT for road enhancement engineering.    Council gave approval to “ear mark” the Port of Olympia’s grant money for transportation engineering improvements.
