Ordinance 622-Minor Correction to Ordinance 618. This ordinance is intended to correct one minor over site within the zoning matrix in Ord. 618, adopted November 12, 2013.  Approval of the change would permit multifamily dwelling in both the Residential (6-8) and Residential (8-25) zones (see use type Multifamily Dwelling on page 4).  The allowance of multifamily housing was originally intended within the zones, as stared within the adopted descriptions of each of the districts, but permitting of the use was not reflected within the zoning matrix.
