Reports-Council\Mayor\Committee 
Staff Reports
· PW – Written report was present. 
· Administration – Informed Council that city taxes are complete.  Agreed with Lt. Counts that we need to stand together in helping improving the community.  Going to be hard but worth it in the end. 
· Lt Counts-Has been actively working with Code Enforcement to clean up parts of town.  Has been working with PSE to get LED lightbulbs to have better lighting, and Master Gardner’s to improve landscaping and cut back shrubs. Coffee with a Cop will continue. Will be moving into the school district building as a sub-station, doesn’t know dates but is happening.  Letting citizens know that TC will be making a huge presence to run the bad guys out.   
· Mayor Schleis submitted a written report. Has a meeting scheduled to meet with Sheriff’s office to go over the last year of service we have received, to see if we need to make any changes or not. 
· Building Official/Code Enforcement Officer-Mr. Kemp informed council that he and the city attorney were dealing with several code enforcements issues.
· Councilmember McVey- Has attended several meetings within the month. TRPC, SS Community Coalition Military Families on JBLM, and the Land Consortium and also Coffee with Commissioner Romero. 
· Councilmember Guizzetti- Attended the Law and Justice meeting, has newly elected officials and is still working hard to have shelters for the homeless and mentally ill of the community.  
· Councilmember Arnbrister-Has attended several waste water projects meetings, and would like to meet with Jon Hinton next week to discuss some options.  Was invited to help in the food bank operation, will be doing this coming Saturday. 
· Councilmember Gage-Attended the Coffee with a Cop, and also attended the Rainier Community Cares RCC meeting, as is working with them to make safer streets and create more neighborhood watches. 
· City Engineer- Jon Hinton handed out a four chapter rough draft of our City’s Waste Water Faculty Plan.  Will be giving Council the rest of the chapters with proposed pricing by end of February.
· City Planner-Fred informed Council, that we have had a few of land use applications and short plats submitted.  
Unfinished Business 
125 Raintree Loop-Have received two written bids to clean up this location and also to purchase home.  Will formally present to Council at next meeting.  Attorney will contact bidders for a formal proposal that will also state if sold the home must be cleaned up within three months.  As the city has concern over rodents in the home and neighborhood.
