Staff Reports
· PW – Written report was presented.  Councilmember McVey inquired about Animal Control.
· Administration – Verbal report was given.
· Police – Chief Hutchings was present to give a verbal report to the Mayor and Council along with a print out of police activities.  He talked about staffing levels and stated that Officer Rowe would be going to the academy and that would leave himself and Officer Reynolds for patrol.  He is currently working with Yelm and Thurston County to cover as many shifts as possible.
· Engineer – Jon Hinton stated that the Dakota and Second Street projects were finished and he is currently working with the City Clerk on the DOE template for the sewer loan.

· Building Official – Ron Kemp was present to talk to the Council regarding Fire Marshall Services. Mr. Kemp will work with Mr. Mahoney (Fire Marshall) and bring a contact to council for review.
· Mayor – Mayor Schleis submitted a written report.  He also informed Council of his email from Kerry Hibton from Thurston County Parks.  Mr. Hibton will provide a draft MOU for the use of county land for soccer fields.  Council was informed of a meeting with Thurston County Sheriff’s Office on January 17th  to discuss future police services.  Mayor Schleis discussed Tenino’s request to meet with Rainier’s Council to discuss police services.  There was no interest.  Councilmember McVey again stated that he had no issues with the services being provided by the police department.  Discussed Council packets – information will now be sent electronically.  Hard copies will be made available upon request.  Mayor reminded Council and Staff that items for Council packets are needed before noon Thursday before the Tuesday’s council meeting.  
· Councilmember McVey – Informed Mayor and Council that he has been appointed the chair for the housing consortium sub-committee.
· Councilmember Winslow – Councilmember Winslow stated that she was interested in a Council retreat the first quarter of this year.
· Councilmember Guizzetti – Councilmember Guizzetti was also interested in having a Council Retreat.  She stated that she would be attending a Law and Justice meeting later this week.
· Councilmember Shaw – Asked questions concerning the approval process for the county contract regarding police services.  He stated that he had some concerns about the proposed length of the proposed contract.  Mayor Schleis informed Council the contract would come before them for approval.
