Staff Reports
· Mayor- Written report submitted. Also, reminded Council of State Capital tree lighting is December 6th @ 6pm. Councilmember Winslow asked the Mayor to have a conversation with our Commissioners regarding the intention of staffing of police officers. Councilmember Guizzetti also asked that at the same time regarding the MOU for soccer fields. 
· Winslow-Went on a police ride along with Thurston County Sheriff on October 11th.  Councilmember Winslow stated that it was boring, scary and very interesting.  She said it was worth her time and recommended it to all Councilmembers.  She also stated that Lt. Counts gave great customer service in arranging the ride along. Thanked the Saint Martin’s students and is excited to work with them.  
· Shaw- Stated he will be absent for the November 12th meeting.  
· Admin-Working on 2014 budget.  Informed Council it was great training from Vision Conference in Leavenworth, and also looking forward to work with Saint Martin’s students, as this is a win, win for the city.   
· Public Works- Written report submitted.    
· City Planner- Thanked Saint Martin’s students for presentation, looking forward to working with them.  Asked Council for any names to be a part of the Streets & Parks project. First meeting will be November 19th @ 7 p.m., this is a six meeting commitment. 
· City Engineer-Written report submitted. 

Unfinished Business
Residential Zoning and Subdivision Standards- City Planner gave Council a packet explaining the proposed changes for the city.  In shorter terms, existing developments would stay the same, larger undeveloped zones including Tipsoo would go to six units per acre and establish three new zones to replace the existing residential zones and larger dense areas for example would go up to 8-25 units per acre, but would have to cluster for future sewers. Asked Council to review packet, informed them that the City Commissioners have worked very hard on the new zoning for the city. Councilmember Winslow would like the original packet to remove the formatted mark ups. City Planner will email the packet to Councilmember Winslow.  Council will vote on at next council meeting.  
Regulating Marijuana-Proposed Ordinance 618-At the last council meeting Council requested an ordinance that would require all Marijuana manufacturing, processing and distributing to comply with the Liquor Control Board regulation.  The draft ordinance is a simple way to accomplish this without unduly entangling the City in regulating these activities. City Attorney recommends that Council forward the proposed ordinance to the Planning Commissioners.   Made a motion to send the proposed Ordinance 618 to the Planning Commissioners. Shaw/Guizzetti motion carried 3/0.
Councilmember Guizzetti said she appreciates that we are looking in the future of the city. 
New Business
South Thurston Economic Development Initiative (STEDI) - Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) - The agreement presents the MOU for the STEDI to articulate the structure, mission and functions of the initiative, and would formalize the City of Rainier’s commitment to the project.  Staff recommends that the City Council review the draft and authorize the Mayor to sign the document.  No resources from the City of Rainier will be committed as a result of accepting the document.  The signed memorandum will be utilized as part of the future efforts to pursue grants by STEDI. Motion made for the Mayor to sign the STEDI, memorandum of understanding agreement. Guizzetti/Winslow motion carried 3/0.
