· Mayor- Written report submitted
· McVey- Written report submitted. 
· Winslow-Will attend the Regional Parks Planning Meeting on October 23rd. 
· Shaw- Had discussion with Council regarding how many letters of interest had been received for the open council position.  Decided to fill position by January 1, 2014, advertise on the city website, school reader board and put in newsletter in next billing. 
· Admin-Advised council that financials are up to date. Had spoke with K. Hibdon of Thurston County regarding soccer fields MOU and which is in the commissioners hand and should be sent to us by end of year.  
· Public Works- Written report submitted. Advised Councilmembers that Public Works had removed “Welcome to Rainier” signs.  They removed them for the winter and are in process of getting bids to refurbish or replace signs.   
· City Planner- Handed out a rough draft of a Parks Survey, asked Council for ideas or suggestions. Council approved and will go out in November billing. Gave Council a handout regarding a strategy plan for Parks and Main Street Project for upcoming year. Would like to establish a committee within the community to come up with ideas.  The community garden would like to have a sign installed that points to the garden.  Fred will get with Ron Gibson, Public Works Supervisor to get pricing.    
· Police-Written report submitted. Lt. Counts gave Council a lengthy briefing of the concerns of our local businesses and the report. 
· Fire Department-Written report submitted. 

Unfinished Business
Regulating Marijuana within City Limits.     City Attorney and City Planner gave handouts regarding the legal framework for marijuana in Washington.  Which can be complicated. Currently, state law allows two different kinds of marijuana uses: recreational marijuana (as allowed under Initiative 502) and medical marijuana.  One of these methods (recreational marijuana) is highly regulated through the Liquor Control Board, while the other (medical marijuana) is lightly regulated in a gray area of Washington State Law.  While individuals will no doubt dispute the acceptability of marijuana in general, medical marijuana (as currently allowed under state law) is most likely the use that Rainier should have the most concern over.  
After lengthy discussion, and being presented five options and many questions for City Attorney and City Planner, who both carry different opinions. City Planner recommends that we adopt I-502 rules for medical marijuana and our City Attorney believes we should hang tight.  It was moved to have the City attorney provide a sample ordinance of option three: Have medical marijuana meet the requirements of I-502.  Motion carried McVey/Winslow 3/0.
New Business
Residential Zoning and Subdivision Standards-     Was postponed to next meeting, due to running late on time.  Fred Evander, City Planner informed Council that they are not under any time frame. Will be on next meeting’s agenda.
