Unfinished Business 
Mural Proposal/Update- Mike Emmons and Joycelyn Zambuto presented a draft drawing of the proposed mural to be hung on building.  They have been working with Nisqually Tribe to make Chief Leschi to perfect this mural.  Have installed the proper hardware to hang mural when completed.  
Offer of City owned property, 719 Tipsoo- Jeff Nelson and Matt Carlson submitted a written offer of $20k.  After discussion, the council made a motion to decline the offer.  Motion carried Arnbrister/McVey 4/0.
New Business
MTPOCKETS Ranch-City Administrator gave a flyer to Council regarding an inquiry of letting the ranch do horse carriages rides with Santa on the property behind Texaco.  They will be charging a fee for this service.  Council agreed they could use property for set up, as long as they showed proof of an insurance binder and purchased a business license.  Motion carried McVey/Arnbrister 4/0.

Trotter Downs Homeowners Association-Linda Jordahl and Josh/Becca Wills addressed council regarding issues in the housing development. They are simply looking for guidance concerning several lots that are vacant and are becoming overgrown and full of garbage.  It was stated that the City can take care of the sidewalks and the right of way back to water meters.  The City attorney stated he has learned the vacant land is now owned by the federal government.   There other concerns regarding off street parking and abandoned cars.  Mayor stated he will look into the abandoned car but as for parking, we can’t monitor that.  We are willing to exchange signs out but the cost would be the homeowners association.  Council listened to their concerns, but only can control the city right-of-way.
