· Councilmember McVey- Attended TRPC and Home Const Meeting.  Announced The Main Street 507 project will be receiving an 80k grant to proceed. Bridging a Gap ceremony for new Pacific Ave walking bridge will be December 13th. Also winter homeless shelters will be opening with a total of 248 beds available.  The scenic byway signs are up along highway and brochures are on the counter.

Ordinance 626-Ad Valorem Taxes 2015. Held a public hearing, no public comment. An ordinance determining the estimated amount of revenue to be raised by Ad Valorem property taxes for the City of Rainier for the fiscal year of 2015, fixing the amount of Ad Valorem taxes to be levied for the City of Rainier for the fiscal years 2015. McVey/Shaw motion carried 4/0.
Ordinance 627-Application for franchise-Astound Broadband- Information Only-City Attorney, Bill Cameron proposed a franchise agreement with Astound Broadband to install fiber optic cable system in the city.  City Attorney suggested to have council review Ordinance and if you have questions please email or call.  Will hold two additional reviews and a represeantive from Astound will be at next meeting to answer any questions.  
Ordinance 628-Application for Franchise-Electric Lightwave LLC- Information Only- City Attorney, Bill Cameron presented a proposed an Ordinance to have council review. Electric Lightwave LLC would like to obtain a temporary work permit from the City to install fiber optics.  Again, asked for Council to review and if they have any questions please contact City Attorney.  A representive will be at next council meeting for any further questions.  

Interlocal Agreement with Thurston County for Road Maintenance-This interlocal agreement that the City will have with Thurston County to provide traffic and road maintenance (on a needed basis) to about to expire.  This agreement was previously signed in 2009, and would need to be updated with only dates changed.  This contract allows the City to tap into County’s resources as needed, no financial commitments are needed.  Shaw/Gage motion carried 4/0.
Rural & Tribal Transportation Program Grant- City of Rainier supports the efforts of TOGETHER and the Thurston Regional Planning Council to secure continued funding 2015-17 for the Rural and Tribal Transportation (RT) program.  Ask the council to approve an in kind match of $2000.00 to keep this program running.  McVey/Gage motion carried 4/0.
