Resolution of the City of Rainier regarding the regional plan for sustainable development; “Creating places Preserving spaces”; a sustainable development plan for Thurston Region (2013)

Presented to the Council was a memorandum of understanding (MOU) of 30 partners, to work in cooperation to complete a regional Plan for Sustainable Development (Plan) for the Thurston Region; this effort was funded by a grant from the U.S. Dept. of Housing and Urban Development and the Sustainable Thurston County Task Force. After a lengthy discussion the Council had decided that the MOU was too broad for our community, but very much appreciated the efforts.  Council decided to create a Resolution to acknowledge the regional plan for sustainable development.  Will present at next council meeting, March 11, 2014. 
Abate Nuisance Discussion; 125 Raintree Loop. 

 Ideas were brought before Council regarding the cleanup of outside of 125 Raintree Loop. Councilmember Arnbrister said he would be happy to head up this committee.
