Council voted to amend the current fee schedule ordinance in place from Thurston County Title 15 fee schedule, to reflect future Fire Marshall fees, which will be lower than the current fee schedule (Thurston County).  Guizzetti/Shaw motion carried 5/0.
Mayor Schleis presented a Website Policy for councilmember’s and staff.

City administer will send check out minus $5000.00 for services not rendered from Police Services.  McVey/Winslow motion carried 5/0.
