· PW – Absent. Submitted a written report

· City Administrator-Has been working with Public Works for spring projects. Restrooms will open April 6th.  Has applied for RMA grants for safety camera’s and work on the soccer fields. Also reported the gate across Wilkowksi Park has helped with vandalism. 
· Lt Counts –Stated Coffee with a Cop was once again successful.  Participated in the town meeting and is looking forward to the new changes at the Historical school building and working with the school. He has been working with the Master Gardner’s and with RCC and has signed a written agreement.  Has had positive feedback regarding the nuisance abatements letters.
· City Planner-Fred reported he has been working RGD on a short plat for Rainier Heights to construct a water line.  Held a public hearing with county regarding the water line on county right-of-way.  Board of Commissioners have approved this franchise agreement.
· City Engineer-Discussion of the Port of Olympia grant of 10k, would like to combine with the SR507 main street improvements. Gave an overhead view of the main street to include bulb outs and wider sidewalks along with the flashing lights at the cross walk intersections.  Included in the plan is tree planting next to power poles.  The city would need to match 7k toward the project and is hoping to correspond with the repaving of Hwy 507. 
· Mayor Schleis-Written report was submitted. Informed council of a bid they had received for replacing lights at park to LED and adding four more RV stall’s at a sum of $3800.00. These funds would come out of the park project plan. 
· Councilmember McVey- Attended the local government training and open government training.  
· Councilmember Guizzetti-Attended the Law and Justice meeting. Thanked Lt. Paul Counts for attending family Bingo night.  
· Councilmember Gage-Attended the open government training, the local pinewood derby and Coffee with a Cop.  He stated that he would also be attending the candidate’s workshop. 
Unfinished Business 
Fire District Annexation- was brought before council. The council moved to express their intent to adopt the annexation. Guizzetti/McVey.  Motion carried 4/0.
