· Arnbrister- Has been working with Bruce Whittle from USDA, regarding grants/loans available for sewers.  Will meet with Jon Hinton, City Engineer for numbers and would recommend to Council having a Sewer Workshop with USDA and DOE.  Tentatively set for May 13th.

Unfinished Business

New Business
Resolution 517- An agreement with the Rainier School District establishing a modified consumption allowance for the use of the water to the Rainier Community Garden and Greenhouse.  
The City of Rainier supports the creation of sustainable community gardens and therefore the city agrees to furnish water at a modified consumption as follows: $57.20 for every 3000 cubic feet used plus applicable taxes, instead of 1,500.  Winslow/Arnbrister motion carried 4/0.

Mayor Pro-Tem Guizzetti reminded Council that it was again time to appoint a Mayor Pro-Tem.  She asked if any Councilmember was interested in this appointment.  Councilman Shaw stated that he was interested.   Motion was made a seconded to appoint Councilmember Shaw as Mayor Pro-Tem.  Winslow/Guizzetti motion carried 4/0.
