Consent Agenda:
Motion was made and seconded to approve consent agenda to include February 23, 2016 Regular Meeting minutes,  March 8, 2016 Claim Vouchers 4248 through 4270 in the amount of $33,867.55 and February Payroll in the amount of $30,028.69 for a grand total of $63,896.25. · Public Works –Excused.  Written report was submitted.
· Lt. Counts-Written report was submitted. 
· Code Enforcement Officer/Bldg. Official-updated Council on nuisance abatement issues, has been working also with Fire Inspector on inspections within the City. Also stated four model homes with be built in Rainier Heights.  
· Fire Chief-Mark King gave a written report to Council.  

· Mayor-Written report was submitted, Also stated that Rainier Heights has been black topped and is starting to move forward.  
· Councilmember Arnbrister-asked where the Emergency Management meeting was being held, as he would like to attend.  
· Councilmember Stephenson-announced will be absent at the next meeting.  Will be attending the Transportation Policy Board meeting.  Is available for the retreat the 1st and 3rd Saturday in May.  
Unfinished Business 
City Engineer, Jon Hinton updated Council on the SR507 project. Jon, City Admin and Mayor attended a meeting on Monday regarding this project.   Mr. Hinton is working on receiving the TIB matching grant. The estimate for the total project is 250k and is working on receiving a 25k grant, but if the city doesn’t receive grant it will cost the city 53k.  Councilmember Gage asked the likely hood of not getting the grant?  City Admin stated our chances are good for grant, but need to have a backup plan.  Councilmembers asked if we had enough in reserves to cover this project, City Admin stated yes.  Jon would also like to apply for the Safe Routes to School grant, and stated he would like a motion from the Council that we submit a letter with the grant application to TIB stating if we don’t receive grant, that the city is still able to allocate the 53k to complete project.  
Councilmember Shaw made a motion for the city to submit a letter of intent to TIB that the city will allocate the 53k if needed.  Shaw/Gage motion carried 4/0.
City Engineer, Jon Hinton also discussed the upcoming project regarding the round a bout and improvements on SR507.  He has an estimate that it would cost about 4million to complete project.  Asked Council regarding what project would like him to concentrate on first.  Council agreed the round a bout, as our city gets extremely backed up on peak traffic times.  Hinton explained the cost would be estimated at 1.3mil and will be seeking to apply for 775,000k from the TIB.  Council agreed to move forward on this project, as it would help the city and create a better flow of traffic. 
New Business
Amendment for Law Enforcement Services between the Thurston County Sheriff’s Office and the City of Rainier; the new wording  A. using two deputies, provide law enforcement services for the City including routine police patrol within the jurisdictional boundaries of the City and patrolling of the TCSO District to enforce state law and county ordinances, respond to calls of service and investigate major crimes.  TCSO will not be responsible for enforcing the Rainier Municipal Codes.  
Motion to approve the proposed amendment to the agreement for law enforcement services.  Shaw/Gage motion carried.  4/0.

Amendment to Loan #L1300021-Department of Ecology-Final amendment and close out loan #L1300021 between the Department of Ecology and the City of Rainier.  The original loan amount is decreased by $1,970.57 from $70,000 to $68,029.43 based upon the final eligible costs for the project.  
Motion to approve the amendment No. 2 between the Department of Ecology and City of Rainier, closing out the loan for the Wastewater Facility Plan Project.  Shaw/Gage motion carried 4/0.
City Administrator discussed an email she has received from MRSC regarding losing state funding for this valuable company who has providing services for our city and many cities for many years.  She asked council to please contact our local representative JT Wilcox and to share concerns and to please help fund this valuable company.
