Call to Order:
Meeting was called to order at 7:08 p.m. by Mayor, Randy Schleis.  Flag salute was led by City Administer.

Gerald Tousley from Thurston County Hazardous Waste presented to council the 2014-

Reports-Council\Mayor\Committee 
Staff Reports
· Mayor- Reported the City will be receiving the Port of Olympia Grant monies in the amount of 10k. Thanked Lt. Counts for Coffee with a Cop and working with the Rainier Community Cares. 
· Shaw- Asked Admin what was total from Surplus Sale $1984.00.   
· Admin-Attended the TRPC and Home Consortium Meeting’s. Would suggest to Council to attend the meeting, found them very informative. Informed Council they must attend the new laws for public officials on June 4th. AWC Annual meeting is coming up and would like to know if any councilmembers would be attending, this year it is in Spokane. Discussed the Port of Olympia grant, and would like ideas from Council regarding funding of the monies. I.e.: finishing of soccer fields or stage in center of town for concerts etc.
· Public Works- Written report submitted. Seamless gutter were installed at Myers Booster Station. Councilmember Winslow asked about soccer field’s status; Public Works has fertilized and waiting on additional measurements and equipment. 
· City Engineer-Still working on Sewer Treatment Plan.   
· City Planner-Held the Parks Planning Meeting on April 15th, was successful.  Will be presenting to the Lions regarding the Parks Plan /Main Street. The Main street project is moving forward, will bring ideas to Council when list is compiled. 
· Thurston County Sherriff, Lt. Counts- Informed Council that there was a break-in at the storage units, firearms have been stolen. Coffee with a Cop was successful, but finding attendance is going down, and outside community members are attending more than people who live in city limits.  

Unfinished Business
Regulating Marijuana-Fred Evander, Community Planner presented to council the legal framework for marijuana in Washington.  It is compiled with two different kinds of marijuana uses permitted within state law; recreational marijuana (as allowed under Initiative 502) and medical marijuana.  Recreational marijuana is highly regulated through the Liquor Control Board and medical marijuana (as currently allowed under state law) is lightly regulated in a sort of legal gray area. Of these uses, medical marijuana is the use that the City of Rainier should likely have the most concern over.  It was suggested, that the Council adopt an ordinance that medical marijuana have the same regulation as recreational marijuana under the 502 rules from the state.  
Councilmember Winslow is concerned about stronger regulation regarding marijuana due to the fact that the majority of the voters within City limits voted in favor of I-502.  Although she is not in favor of marijuana use; she does feel that the voters of the city have spoken and that who she represents. 

Councilmember Arnbrister is opposed to having medical marijuana within the city limits; his concern is possible Federal grant monies, since legal marijuana is not recognized by the federal government. 
After a lengthy discussion, the Council decided to have the City Attorney submit a draft ordinance to council regarding medical marijuana under the Initiative 502 rules.  
New Business - None was brought before the Council

Council retired into Executive Session to discuss pending litigation.  No decisions were made. Regular meeting was reconvened at 8:15p.m.
