Easement for Puget Sound Energy

City of Rainier grants and conveys to Puget Sound Energy an easement Parcel #216-04-330500. The purpose of this easement for PSE is to construct, operate, maintain, repair, replace, improve, upgrade and extend one or more utility systems for purposes of transmission, distribution and sale of electricity. Shaw/Arnbrister.  Motion carried 4/0.
Public Defender-Motion was made authorizing the Mayor to sign into a new agreement with Public Defender, Zack Hofstad.  Shaw/Arnbrister.  Motion carried 4/0.

Nuisance Abatement Addendum- Motion was made authorizing the Mayor to sign the addendum to the Building Official-Code Enforcement Officer.  This addendum allows compensation of $250.00 per month for nuisance abatement issues. McVey/Arnbrister.  Motion carried 4/0.

Councilmember McVey gave a handout regarding current projections for water shortages and conservation for our state.  At this point, Thurston County is not a concern.  
Councilmembers had a discussion regarding if and when we would need to conserve water usage for the City.  Councilmembers felt that a plan needy to ready in case it was needed.
