Staff Reports
· Mayor- Written report submitted. Thanked Councilmember Guizzetti for her Pro-Tem service and congratulated Councilmember Shaw for newly elected Pro-Tem Mayor.
· Shaw- Thanked Councilmember and Staff for being flexible and working together for the cleanup at 125 Raintree Loop.  He appreciated how everyone worked together being opened minded and cleaned up for small cost to the city. Thanked Ron Gibson, Public Works Supervisor for helping and pointing Charlie Frost in the right direction on getting his Pesticide Certification for the City.   
· Admin-2013 Annual Report has been submitted.  Moving forward with the soccer fields.  Mayor has received bids for surplus, with announce on Wednesday by 10:00 AM.   
· Public Works- Written report submitted. Raintree clean up went well. Soccer fields have been air-rated and fertilized. 
· City Engineer-Informed Council the SR507 meeting with TRPC and DOT went really well. Found out if grant money is not used, can rollover till next year. Once the SR507 report is complete, will start applying for grants. Contacted USDA regarding grants, but must use loan monies first then federal grant money.  Must submit three bids for sewer plant package for possible USDA grants.  
· City Planner-Informed Council the SR507 meeting was successful, has asked team to come up with eight different ideas to improve Hwy 507, will meet again on April 23rd and break down ideas and present to Council and to the community, when ideas are complete.  Have been having conservations with Mr. Schroeder regarding old hardware store.  Regarding the well and hooking to city water.  The hardware store was part of the Urban Growth Area, already has installed a Class B Commercial Grade well, but figured it would have to be updated to a Class A.  City Planner also announced the Federal Gov’t passed the law that the Pocket Gopher in now considered extinct.  This will be a new issue for Thurston County and future development.  

Unfinished Business
None was brought before the Council.
New Business
Growth Management Act Update Grant-As part of the Growth Management Act, communities in Thurston County (and other similarly sized counties) must revise their comprehensive plans and development regulation by June 30, 2016. These revisions are intended to make amendments necessary to address changes in federal and state law and ensure the city planning documents are an up to date reflection of resident’s current thoughts about a community.  The grant amount requested is $5000.00 a year for two years to help Rainier complete these required updates. This grant money was set aside for Rainier and other communities under 10,000 people in size, as part of the 2015 state budget. Motion was to have the Mayor to sign cover letter and submit the GMA Update Grant Application.  Motion carried Guizzetti/Shaw 3/0.
Mayor Schleis attended the Public Hearing regarding the UGA for Fire Department, was no opposition.  Will go before the County Commissioners on April 29th.
