Ordinance Regulating Medical Marijuana
This proposed Ordinance would impose some of the regulations set out in WAC 314-55 but only those dealing with “security, location, advertising, off-site consumption and alarm requirements.” Councilmember Arnbrister stated that he was opposed to all legalization of marijuana; however, he would like to hold a Public Hearing and hear comments from the citizenry of Rainier.  Councilmember Arnbrister stated he was concerned that future federal funding may be at risk.   Councilmember Winslow asked why the Council was considering the ordinance now and not six months ago when it was first brought up.  City Attorney stated that we were waiting to see what the legislature was going to do regarding regulations.  Council agreed to hold a Public Hearing to take public testimony on regulating medical marijuana.

Offer/Discussion on City Property
Mayor Schleis informed the Council that the City had received an offer of $12,000 for the property located at 809 Tipsoo Loop.  Council rejected the offer.  City Administrator asked if Council would like to make a counter offer.  Majority of the Council did not wish to make a counter offer.
