Reports-Council\Mayor\Committee 
Staff Reports
· PW – Written report was presented. Public Works put up flags throughout the City in honor of Memorial Day. Councilmember Guizzetti thanked PW for repainting the crosswalks and stop bars and said the soccer field looked great.  Councilmember McVey noted that the flower pots and hanging baskets looked wonderful and added a nice touch to the City.  
· Administration – Thanked Fred Evander on his work on Consortium Meeting’s. Has a new appreciation and understanding after attending the meetings, and is glad Councilmember McVey is back to attend.  Applied and received the AWC grant for soccer fencing. Councilmember Guizzetti asked that we share the public hearing regarding medical marijuana with Superintendent Garchow, so he in turn can pass on the information. Asked Council if they wanted to be involved with American Cancer Society, Paint the Town Purple.  This event is being held August 2nd & 3. Council agreed. 
· Building Official/Code Enforcement Officer-Mr. Kemp informed council he has been dealing with several code enforcements issues.   Will have full report regarding building inspections for the first half of 2014 at next meeting. 
· Engineer – Jon Hinton meet with Doug Bloom regarding Rainier Heights Development.  Has been working with Charmayne regarding the Port of Olympia Grant monies. 
· City Planner- Was involved in the Home Consortium meeting. 
· Deputy Clerk- Amber DuCharme has been working with a contractor to redo the “Welcome to Rainier” signs. Valley Signs from Orting, said our existing signs have severe dry rot.  She was told he could redo them but wouldn’t guarantee how long they would last.  Valley Sign will be attending June 10th meeting to give a presentation and prices to replace and or fix signs.  
· Thurston County Sherriff- Lt. Paul Counts gave council an update in local crimes in the area.  Several burglaries have happened at B&G storage units. Suggested to storage unit to install cameras. Also informed Council of the break in at our Historical Church would describe it as a hate crime. Recommended to Council to have cameras installed. 
· Councilmember Arnbrister-Informed Council he is still looking into the value of the property at 809 Tipsoo.  Should be able to provide information at next meeting. 
· Councilmember Guizzetti-Thanked Public Works again for repainting of the crosswalks and stop bars.  Attended the Law & Justice Meeting, and also informed Council at public hearing she will only be available for 45minutes as she has a prior commitment. 
· Councilmember McVey-Attended the Memorial Day Ceremony. Will be attending a short course on Infill Development Planning by the WA department of Commerce.
