Staff Reports
· PW – Submitted a written report. Discussed locates for the School District.  PW Supervisor stated the car wash was successful, raised enough money for new flags for the memorial park.  
· Deputy Clerk-announced she has completed her 40 hours of training as part of her CMC Certification and the water meters will be read next week.
· Lt Counts-Submitted a written report.  Also stated Safe Streets meeting was successful and thanked Councilmember McVey for the tasty treats. Councilmember McVey asked about spikes in Domestic Assaults calls. Lt. Counts stated it’s very common with the onset of warmer weather.  Announced has planning workshop with local business owners this coming Thursday.  
· City Engineer – He has had no comments from Ecology on the sewer review plan.   
· City Planner, Fred Evander-Thanked Mayor and Council for his time again with the City and will miss the community.  He stated that Roy Murphy has turned in a short plat for Tipsoo Loop.  Signed off Short Plat for Doug Bloom - After six years the Fire Station Annexation has been approved.  And the Comprehensive Plan is completed by the Planning Commissioners and will be presented at the next meeting.  
· Mayor Schleis-Written report was submitted.  Announced that the state has put in place a County wide burn ban.  Asked who would like to attend the tour of the DNR Fire Academy taking place at the school, agreed to meet on Thursday at 5:00pm.  Thanked Fred for his time at the City and he has learned a lot from him and will be missed.  Invited everyone for a short celebration with cake after regular meeting.  
· Councilmember Arnbrister- Apologized for not being able to attend the AWC conference after all. Attended the safe street meeting on the 16th and thought it was very good.  
Unfinished Business 
Ordinance 631-an ordinance relating the Planning and Zoning of Storage Containers and amending Section 18.48.060 of the Municipal Code.  McVey/Shaw.  Motion carried 3/0.

Ordinance 635-an ordinance relating Planning and Zoning and amending Section 18.12.130 regarding Enforcement of the Rainier Municipal Code. Arnbrister/McVey. Motion carried 3/0.

Six Year TIP-Jon Hinton presented to council the six year TIP plan and recommended the following changes as follows, moving the Centre Street project to the number one position, as this project is going to bid,  SR 507 sidewalk improvement project to position two and SR 507/Centre Street Roundabout will move into the priority position three.  Also discussed was crosswalk/trail project at the intersection of Myers Street and SR 507 to be added to the future TIP, but does not have to be on the list for approval for next month.  Shaw/Arnbrister motion carried 3/0.

Highway 507 Project-Jon Hinton, City Engineer explained the WSDOT is concerned over the cost of the resurfacing of Hwy 507 and how to properly advertise for the paving in August 2016.  The Right of Way (ROW) issues have been resolved but still working on the construction easements.  City Engineer will keep Council posted on any changes. 

Centre Street Project-Jon Hinton, City Engineer informed Council of some small changes to project.  Is concerned of cost overruns of the street trees, decals for bike lanes and the flashing beacons at crosswalks.  Is hoping the bid alternatives will help cover the costs of these items.  Has worked with homeowners regarding parking issues, removal of small trees and bushes.  Has had a great response.  Is sending the project out to bid on Friday, 

And hoping project will start in Mid-August.  Informed Council that it will be an 11Ft. travel lane, 5Ft. bike lane and 5Ft. sidewalk.  
New Business
Consideration of Lease agreement of Historical Church
Reverend Skippy Horning addressed the council regarding rental of the Historical Church for Sunday services.  A real estate rental agreement was agreed upon by both parties. All parties have agreed.  McVey/Arnbrister motion carried 3/0.
Park District-Mayor Schleis addressed Council regarding the Board of County Commissioners asking for consideration of the council’s approval and support of the Metropolitan Parks District on the fall ballot. After discussion, the Council decided to wait and gather more information before giving a commitment.
