· Mayor Schleis-Reminded Council of the email sent regarding who was in charge of projects in Fred Evander’s absence from TRPC. Did a tour of the Fire Academy, was very impressed and hope they will return next year. Reminded everyone of the burn ban.  Had a meeting with local businesses and was very informative. 
· Councilmember McVey-A written report was submitted. 
· Councilmember Gage-Attended the RCC movie in the park. Had a great attendance from community.  A fun run 5k and bar b que is scheduled for August 8th at Gehrke Park, sponsored by RCC.  
· Councilmember Arnbrister-Attended the Fire Academy in the city with council.
· Councilmember Shaw-Also attended the Fire Academy, and was very impressed with the set up.  Has stopped in the movies in the park, and was happy to see the huge turnout. 
Unfinished Business 
Mural Painting-Mike Emmons owner of 110 Binghampton, owner of Main Street Cookie Company and local artist Kent Cissna addressed the council and would like to hang up a mural on side of building.  The artist gave a rough draft of potential mural.  Would like the City to donate up to 1000k towards project.  It would be a fixture that could be moved if another building moved next to current building. Mike Emmons is going to speak with Nisqually Indian tribe to see if they can make a donation to the project and will return to council when the final draft is ready for approval.  City attorney will look into if the city can donate towards the project.  

Update of Centre Street project-City Engineer, Jon Hinton addressed council regarding the status of the Centre Street project.  He said the project is going out to bid and bids will be my end of the month. 
Highway 507-City Engineer, Jon Hinton explained a few changes in the project.  Had to elimate the bulb out on the South East corner of Minnesota, due to the underlying concrete.  But other than a couple of minor changes, project is moving forward. 

Ordinance 638-Annexation of the Fire District into the City-After a very lengthy process. Motion to adopt Ordinance 638 annexing the property of the Southwest Thurston Fire Authority in the City of Rainier.  Guizzetti/McVey motion carried 5/0.

Resolution 523-Six year Comprehensive Street Plan-Pursuant to the requirements of RCW 35.77.010 the Six year comprehensive street plan for the ensuing six calendar years, 2015 through 2021.  After public hearing and no comments.  Council moved to authorize the six year comprehensive street plan. McVey/Arnbrister motion carried 5/0.

New Business
Ordinance 637-Stormwater Management-The city adopted a storm water ordinance in 1996. The ordinance has been affected by recent amendments to our zoning and nuisance ordinances and has a provision for review by the municipal court.  We no longer have a municipal court and the appeal is very limited to our jurisdiction.  This ordinance harmonized the storm water procedures with the recent amendments and provides for a more appropriate review by the Thurston County Superior Court.  Council moved to approve the new storm water management ordinance. Arnbrister/Shaw motion carried 5/0.

Authorization for Mayor to sign contract for District Court Services-Our contract with Thurston County District Court has expired.  Nothing has changed with services, except dates.  Council moved to continue services with Thurston County District Court as per contract. McVey/Gage motion carried 5/0.
