Amendment to Agreement Regarding Transfer of Water Rights with Rainier School District
Present Council an amendment increasing the basic charge for water service to the Rainier School District.  There has been no increase since 1995, asking district to increase to the per student enrollment from 1.50 (per student-per year) to $1.88 per year per student enrolled.  Councilmember McVey suggested adding to agreement a five year review of the basic charge.
