Unfinished Business 


Alternatives to 507 Project, Fred Evander-City Planner-presented to council performance sheets that gave facts and ideas of our Centre Street and Hwy 507 intersection.  Fred explained a traffic light would completely stop traffic and would back up traffic to getting to and from businesses.  Where a round a bout would keep traffic moving and would have less impact on businesses, safer for pedestrians for crossing and lower impact for car crashes due to speed of the car. Jon Hinton, City Engineer explained it would be about a four month process with detours and one week of complete closure.  Fred introduced Brian Walsh from DOT, Brian explained the length of semi-trucks and the wheelbase, that if they shorter than 67ft they are just fine, logging trucks are much shorter.  Brian also explained the curbs coming into round a bouts and how the semi-truck maneuvers, new ones are built with a two inch curb. Councilmember Shaw asked Chief King regarding Fire trucks and Chief King said they have had no problems. Bo Foster asked regarding impact of businesses, again explained it would be about a four month process and would work with contractor to lessen impact with our local businesses. 
         Review of six year TIB, Jon Hinton-City Engineers-gave handouts to Council regarding ideas for six year plan, Council agree to move the round a bout to number one spot after presentation.  Councilmember Guizzetti asked regarding funding, and Jon explained we would go after as many grants as possible and work with DOT as it was part of their highway also.  McVey would like to see lights installed in round a bout, feels it would be better for the pedestrians.  Need to finalize and send to a public hearing, which is scheduled for July 22, 2014 at 6:30. 

New Business

       Plat of Rainier Heights-Rainier Heights was approved in 2004, but due to economic conditions, the work has been held until now.  In the intervening decade, the City’s water line in 133 has aged and it is advisable to loop the system to provide more dependable water service.  The developer is willing to construct the looped line in conjunction the plat development if the City will purchase sufficient ground for the future water tower and related property.  The value of the property the city is acquiring is reasonable equivalent to the value of the improvements.  The improvements is probably less than were the City to do the work itself.  Staff recommends to approve the purchase of property for future water utility improvements in conjunction with the development of Rainier Heights.  Motion: Move to authorize the supplemental conditions for development of Rainier Heights and Utility agreement. Motion carried McVey/Guizzetti 4/0.

Mayor Schleis announced due to two Councilmember’s being absent, and not have a quorum we will not have a July 22, 2014 meeting, will be announced on website and published in paper
