Consent Agenda:

· City Planner
Reminded Council of the Endangered Species meeting.  Encouraged Council to attend meeting if possible, also reminded Council that on July 19th, the STEDI group would be talking with businesses and handling out flyer/surveys. Updated Council on Murphy’s BLA.

Spoke to Council regarding bonding concerns with Rainier Plaza.  Mr. Hinton gave Council the priority list for finalizing the 6 year TIP.  Public Hearing for TIP is scheduled for July 23, 2013 at 6:30 p.m.

· Fire Chief- Submitted report.
· Councilmember Winslow
Councilmember Winslow reported that Graeme Sackrison and representatives from Intercity transit were in the city today to look at the possible location sites for a park n ride.  They decided that the best location would be the vacant Centre/Rochester Street location.  They did not think the old fire station location would be eligible.  Council discussed whether using prime commercial/retail property for a park n ride would be in the city’s best interest.  Mayor Pro-Tem asked the City Planner what the Planning Commission recommendation was.  City Planner stated that the Commission thought that the area next to the old fire station (triangle area) would be best and then Rochester street improvements to include either straight and/or angled parking on Rochester would be their second suggestion.  Council discussed waiting until the 507 corridor study was finished to maybe tie in the results of that study and/or the costs, “getting more bang for our buck”.    Councilmember Shaw stated that since there was no clear idea of when or what the city would look like when a sewer system was available, we should probably not tie up a prime location.  Items were discussed such as; the triangle for a skateboard park, charging stations and empty lots not being used, the fact that funding, engineering services, etc. were available now and may not be later, whether a park n ride is really warranted, parking from Minnesota Street to Idaho Street, and the possibility of acquiring additional land.  Councilmember Winslow stated that she would talk with Mr. Sackrison and let him know that the City is taking all of suggestions and/or recommendation under advisement before a decision is made.  She stated that she would not be able to attend the STEDI meeting.
· Councilmember McVey
Attended the Housing Consortium meeting.  Councilmember McVey informed the Public Works Supervisor that a citizen commented to him that the City looked nice. He stated that he would not be able to attend the STEDI meeting.
Unfinished Business
Street/Sidewalk Planning-City Engineer-City Planner

City Engineer presented to council the list of prioritized TIP road projects. Council gave consensus to proceed with the list as presented.  A Public Hearing will be held July 23, 2013 at 6:30 p.m. to receive public testimony on the proposed projects.

Recommendations for future sidewalk and street planning were brought forward to the Council for review.  Council was not in agreement with all of the recommendations.  In conclusion the question was asked why some neighborhood streets were being recommended for additional ingress/egress and not others?  Councilmember Winslow and McVey disagreed with dead end streets being converted to through streets.  Mayor Pro-Tem Guizzetti suggested all ideas should be entertained to improve transportation for everyone.  City Planner stated that by making street connections we can help alleviate traffic congestion.    It was decided to further these discussions when the Council reviews the Capital Facilities Plan.
Preparing for Initiative 502 – City Planner-City Administrator
City Planner presented Council with a spreadsheet for types of Marijuana uses allowed in state law.  The Planning Commission will be working on this issue and present Council with their recommendations.

There was no New Business brought before the Council.
