Staff Report
· Councilmember McVey- Stated August is vacation month, so no meetings were held. Attended Yelm Councilmember McGowan farewell celebration.  Would like to see D & W racing all wear helmets in parade, as they are setting an example for community. 
· Councilmember Arnbrister- Thanked Public Works and Lt. Counts for a great parade and how great the city looked.  
· Councilmember Shaw- Thanked Public Works, Dennis McVey for announcing, and office staff for a great parade.  Stated he would be absent next meeting.   
· Admin-Has been working on the USDA report. Reminded Councilmembers of first budget workshop at next meeting.  Thanked Lt. Counts, Public Works for job well done on parade.  Announced this will be Joey Stang last year organizing the parade, would like to do something to recognize her all the years doing this.  
· Public Works- Written report submitted.  Also thanked Lt. Counts and his people for a job well done. 
· City Planner-Planning Commissioners have completed the Parks Plan and will present to Council next meeting. 
· City Engineer-Announced balance of TRPC budget of $2500.00. Has put in an extension for the waste water study. 
· Lt. Paul Counts-Submitted a report and on file.  They had six car seat inspections for five hour timeframe.  Met with Mayor after parade and decided some changes need to be done with parade and cars.  
Unfinished Business
125 Raintree Loop-Frunz property-City Attorney announced a default judgment has been entered and property forfeited to the City.  
This property was the subject of substantial concern last fall when it was the scene of drug activity and an attempted murder.  After an abatement action the owner was ordered out of the property February 1. The City condemned the structure. 

While not originally apparent, tests by the building official determined that the property had been used to cook methamphetamines.  Property owner declined to forfeit the property.  Judge Murphy, after testing positive for methamphetamines, entered an order of forfeiture August 22, 2014. 
There are still a number of legal complications with which we as the City must deal with, one of which is a first position mortgage held by USDA.  The City Attorney has advised the Council to take necessary steps to protect the home from further deterioration.
