Staff Reports
· Mayor- see report. Will be meeting with Prosecuting Attorney Office on 8/28 and meeting at the Sheriff’s office concerning court issues on 8/27.  
· McVey- Reminded Council of Sustainable Task Force workshop on September 10th at 6:00 p.m.
· Shaw- Told Public Works Supervisor he had had many compliments from the Blue Grass attendees.  
· Admin-Gave Councilmembers a Revenue Summary Report. Asked Council to review due to upcoming budget season. Asked them to email or call if they had any questions regarding report.  Purchased paint for soccer fields, still waiting on MOU from Thurston County. Gave update on plastic bag ban. Thurston County and Tumwater are holding Public Hearings on the matter.  Thanked City Staff for parade help.  Asked Council if they still wanted to do a public works field trip, on City facilities. Council agreed to meet September 25th, 5:30 p.m. at City Hall.  
· Public Works- written report submitted. Thanked Mike’s Electric for helping to remove Round Up Banner.  Councilmember Winslow asked questions regarding leak checks listed on report. It was explained that these are leaks for possible overage in water consumption, or possible broken lines in system.  Public Works Supervisor stated that he was not concerned. 
· City Engineer- Met with Bill Phillips from St. Martin’s College and Graeme Sackerson regarding Park & Ride. One idea was to add to city building 50-75ft which would include additional 20-25 stalls. Councilmember Guizzetti is concerned over the money end of it, but likes the idea to have it attached to our city building.  City Engineer, Jon Hinton recommended getting student engineers involved, to figure costs, ideas of places, which would better serve the community. Jon had first meeting discussing sewers.  Discussed phasing the system in hopes of trying to keep the costs under the $100.00 a month. Councilmember Guizzetti is concerned over sewer hookup fees for homeowner’s.  Would like more facts and figures.  Councilmember Guizzetti would like a sewer fact sheet for citizens and councilmembers to share. 
· Police-Lieutenant Counts updated council on stats given at last meeting. Councilmember Winslow asked if we could get trending data also. Lieutenant Counts stated that the first six weeks went well and will be having more coverage with school starting.
